          The current research aims to identify (the impact of the difficulty graded activities strategy in 
the academic achievement of fifth-grade students and their retention of the Arabic language grammar 
material, and to verify the goal of the research, the researcher put two null hypotheses, and the current 
research was limited to fifth-year middle school students, the second semester of the academic year 
(2018). -2019) in Karbala governorate and through random withdrawal, the selection was made to 
Okaz Girls' High School in the second semester, and the researcher adopted the experimental 
curriculum with partial control in his research procedures and the research sample consisted of (70) 
students by (36) for the experimental group (34) for the control group The experimental group was 
studied according to the strategy of gradual difficult activities, while the control group was studied 
according to the usual method, and the teaching process was entrusted to the subject professor in the 
school, and the researcher prepared an achievement test consisting of (30) paragraphs for objective 
and specific questions, and after applying the test and treating The data were statistically using the t-
test, (t-test) for two independent samples, and the results resulted in progress in the experimental 
group scores in the post test and the retention test. In light of the results, the researcher recommends 
some recommendations, including attention to modern teaching strategies, including the strategy of 
progressive activities of difficulty, and including them in the content of the course on methods of 
teaching Arabic grammar in the middle school. The research also came out with a set of conclusions 
and proposals, which will be mentioned in Chapter Four  
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
