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Summary  
The current research aims to know "the effect of the quick-tour strategy, and I 

am still thinking about the achievement of fourth-grade students in the Arabic 
language grammar subject". To achieve the goal of the research, the researcher 
developed the following null hypothesis: 
There is no statistically significant difference at the level of (0.05) between the average 
achievement of the pupils who are studying the grammar of the Arabic language using 
the quick tour strategy and I am still thinking, and the average achievement of the 
pupils who study it in the traditional way. To achieve this, I adopted an achievement 
test for the two research groups. 
 The researcher randomly chose Al-Ibdaa Primary School for Girls to conduct her 
experiment in it, and by the random drawing method, she chose Division (B) to 
represent the experimental group that studied the Arabic grammar subject by adopting 
the quick round strategy and I am still thinking, and Division (D) represents the control 
group that studied the subject of Arabic grammar. By adopting the traditional method, 
the research sample reached (60) female students, including (30) female students in the 
experimental group and (30) female students in the control group. 
The researcher conducted parity between the students of the two groups in the 
following variables: (chronological age calculated in months, Arabic grammar scores 
for the 2019-
academic achievement). 
The researcher identified the academic topics that will be studied during the 
experiment, and formulated behavioral goals for these topics, and they were (57) 
behavioral goals. 
The researcher prepared instructional plans for the subjects to be taught during the 
experiment, and the same researcher taught the two research groups during the period 
of the experiment, which lasted (10) weeks, as the experiment began on 11/30/2020 
and ended on February 15, 2021 0 The researcher prepared an achievement test in a 
subject The grammar of the Arabic language, the test consisted of (25) items, which 
proved its validity, consistency, difficulty level of its paragraphs, the effectiveness of 



 
 

its incorrect substitutions, and the powers of distinguishing its paragraphs. ), Pearson's 
correlation coefficient, the difficulty coefficient equation, the paragraph distinction 
coefficient equation, the equation of the effectiveness of invalid alternatives, and after 
analyzing the data, the researcher concluded the following: The experimental group 
students who studied the grammar of the Arabic language using the quick tour 
strategy, and I am still thinking about the control group students Those who studied the 
grammar of the Arabic language in the traditional way, in the achievement test, had a 
statistically significant difference. 
In light of the researcher's findings in the experiment, she presented a set of 
recommendations and proposals. 
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
