      The current study aimed to discover the level of family communication in light of the quarantine 
and the Corona pandemic among a sample of respondents at the level of the countries of Iraq and 
Algeria. The study was conducted on a sample consisting of (380) individuals in Iraq and Algeria 
who were chosen in a cross-sectional manner. Study data was processed using the statistical package 
for social sciences using: arithmetic mean, standard deviation, theoretical mean, two independent 
sample T tests, one sample t.test. A high level of family communication has been reached. 
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
