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Abstract  
   The public services provided by the emirates of the Omani coast to the population 
witnessed a development in the middle of the twentieth century, and this development 
included all aspects of life, including urbanization. Emirate of Abu Dhabi, Dubai, and 
Sharjah  
  This urban change did not occur in all of its emirates because the economic resources 
were not equal and available in the rest of the emirates, but the urban movement was in 
most of them, as it witnessed the establishment of modern houses and the rest of the 
facilities attached to the cities. The municipality to lead the development movement 
witnessed by those Emirates in line with recent developments, As the Emirate of 
Sharjah witnessed the oldest municipality, it was established in 1957, and the first work 
it did was to conduct a population census for the Emirate of Sharjah. It also worked on 
paving roads within cities and laying a network of roads and a network of pipes for 
drinking water. The municipality also had economic resources and revenues, and it had 
a role He was active in establishing hospitals and health clinics, as well as the rest of the 
Emirates, which worked to develop the health sector in their regions, which were 
suffering from a severe shortage of health services. 
   The services provided by the aforementioned Emirates depended on their economic 
resources, the most important of which was oil, which played a major role in its 
development in all respects, while the rest of the Emirates (Ras Al Khaimah, Umm Al 
Quwain, Fujairah, and Ajman) did not witness a remarkable development in the aspect 
of services, but it was shortened On some simple services until the union was 
completed, and the reason is due to the weak economy of those Emirates, which did not 
witness the emergence of oil in their lands during that specified period. 
There is no doubt that the economic conditions have a great impact on all other sectors, 
especially health, one of the important sectors that has a major role in the life of the 
population because it deals with all its classes, so that sector was the focus of 

other parties that sought to change the reality Health in the Emirates of the Omani coast. 
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
