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Research Summary 
The current research aims to (analyzing the Arabic language book for the third 

grade of primary school in light of the principles of differentiated education).  To 
achieve this goal, the researcher chose the descriptive approach based on content 
analysis. The researcher reviewed the literature and studies that dealt with 
differentiated education and prepared a list of the principles of differentiated 
education, consisting of (8) main principles and (34) indicators. Then she presented it 
to the experts specialized in Arabic language curricula and teaching methods, in order 
to express their opinions and observations on it, and in light of their observations, I 
deleted some paragraphs and added and modified others, until the research tool was 
completed and I reached the final picture of the principles of differentiated education 
consisting of (31) indicators for seven Main principles, which are (objectives), 

differences), (presentation 

results: 
The book did not neglect any of the principles, but they were achieved in 

varying degrees. The highest achieved type of principles was the principle of 
(individual differences) with a percentage of (35,28%), followed by the principle of 
(presentation of topics) at a percentage of (63,22%), then the principle of (objectives). 
) with a percentage of (84.13%), followed by the principle of (patterns of learners) 
with a percentage of (86,11%), then the principle of (positive cooperation) with a 
percentage of (79.8%), followed by the principle of (evaluation) with a percentage of 
(57.8%), The principle (inclinations of the educated) ranked last with a percentage of 
(93.5%). In light of the results of the research, the researcher recommended several 
recommendations, including: paying attention to indicators of neglected principles and 
working to include them in the content of the book, and the need to take into account 
the inclusion of Arabic language books for the principles of differentiated education 
when building Arabic language curricula in general, and the Arabic language book for 
the third grade of primary in particular, taking care of the distribution of principles In a 
balanced manner in the content of the Arabic language book for the third grade of 
primary school to develop these principles for them. in writing and teaching. 
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
