The purposes of legitimate politics are obligatory to preserve, maintain, and observe on the 
part of existence, by doing what it creates and despises in the reality of souls and life, by leaving what 
obstructs it, neglects it and misses it, and the significance of these purposes has been proven by many 
texts and provisions proven in the book and the Sunnah and the consensus of the mujtahids and their 
effects and sayings. And that all the purposes of the legitimate policy indicate the preservation of the 
citizen and the country in its full details and the regulation of matters of citizens and the country in 
all its aspects. 

Caring for the purposes of Sharia policy for citizens and their families and establishing them 
on sound foundations as the fortress that embraces the future generation and is raised in it, Islam has 
made the relationship of marriage based on free and consensual choice between the two parties, and 
on harmony and consultation in all matters so that the spirit of affection and understanding prevails, 
and the pursuit of each of the spouses in happiness The other one. 

Enclose the relationship between male and female citizens with a set of moral principles and 
ethics that ensure the achievement of the lofty goals of this relationship and excludes the chaotic 

practices of gender relations
