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Abstract 
The research aimed to measure positive life orientation in excelled and regular 

students. The researchers constructed an instrument to measure positive life orientation. 
After acquiring good psychometric indexes, the instrument was administered to a sample 
of 351 male and female students (175 excelled and 176 regular). The results showed 
elevated levels of positive life orientation in both excelled and regular students. Males 
and females showed no significant difference in positive life orientation. However, 
positive life orientation in excelled was significantly less than regular students. There 
was no interaction between gender and study type.
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
